Special Circumstances

There are a number of students who may require additional support in ensuring that the geographical location of their foundation school is manageable with existing commitments or personal support needs.  There is an opportunity to submit a request for consideration for pre-placement into a foundation school on the grounds of Special Circumstances.  Please note that special circumstances are not taken into account when allocating to individual programmes with the Northern Ireland Foundation School. Applications are submitted to and approved by the medical school.  Special Circumstances guidance and an application form is available at www.foundationprogramme.nhs.uk/pages/home/key-documents
Special Circumstances Categories are:

Criterion 1:
The applicant is a parent or legal guardian with significant caring responsibilities for a child or children under the age of 18, residing primarily with him/her.

Criterion 2:
The applicant is the primary carer for someone who is disabled (as defined by the Disability Discrimination Act 2005) (expected to be a partner, sibling or parent).

Criterion 3:
The applicant has a medical condition (physical or psychological) or disability for which local follow up is an absolute requirement, as confirmed by a report from an Occupational Health physician or an appropriate medical specialist.

If this applies to you, please contact Perpetua Lewis at the Faculty of Medicine.  Students must submit their special circumstances application form, along with all supporting documentation, to the medical school by 30 September 2010.
