If you have linked your application with another applicant, this will only have been used to take into account your allocation to foundation school.  Your individual score will be used to allocate you to a programme and will not take into account the score of your linked applicant.  
Where two or more applicants have the same score the automatch will use random selection to decide which applicant to assign the post.  Furthermore where "automatch" runs out of preferences it will simply use random allocation.  For this reason, you are encouraged to rank all 243 posts in order of preference.
