Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:

The paediatric Registrar based in Allen Ward has clinical responsibility for all Allen ward patients under supervision of the designated paediatric consultant.  This includes the assessment and management of many varying general paediatrics disorders, as well as cystic fibrosis.  There is a weekly general paediatric clinic, which the registrar has the responsibility to organise.  There are also opportunities to attend cystic fibrosis clinics, rapid response clinics, the Spina Bifida clinic, gastroenterology clinics and other general paediatric clinics.

Educational Goals:
· To develop the ability to assess and manage common and rare paediatric disease in the emergency and outpatient setting.

· To have a solid understanding of the management of children with cystic fibrosis

· To develop skills relating to;

· Critical reading and the practice of evidence based medicine.

· Computer skills

· Research

· Teaching (of nurses, professions allied to medicine, medical students and junior doctors).

Educational Opportunities:
· The registrar has a protected half day study leave per week, during which time they are expected to pursue a research project that is either ongoing or has been agreed with one of their consultants based in Allen Ward

· Other educational opportunities within RBHSC include the weekly hospital clinical meetings, the multi-disciplinary cystic fibrosis team meeting and the weekly cystic fibrosis bacteriology meeting

· General educational opportunities include and other pre-arranged paediatric subspecialty teaching sessions.

Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:

Clinical experience and training is offered in the investigation/management of:-

Asthma, broncho-pulmonary dysplasia, bronchiectasis, cystic fibrosis, pulmonary aspiration, congenital lung defects (including follow-up neonatal surgery), diaphragmatic hernia, tracheo-oesophageal fistula, lobar emphysema and sequestration, obstructive sleep apnoea syndrome and the difficult airway.  In addition, a large number of children are treated with upper and lower airway infections and a smaller number with lung abscesses or empyema.  
Clinical experience and training will also be offered in the management of allergies and immunodeficiency.

Educational Goals - one year programme:
· To develop the ability to assess and manage paediatric respiratory cases in both the emergency and out-patient setting.

· To develop skills related to:

· clinical audit, critical reading and evidence based medicine

· computing (database management, word processing, spreadsheet, presentations)

· research (study design, execution, statistics and epidemiology)

· teaching (of nurses, PAM’s, medial students, junior doctors)

· Time spent will be tailored to the requirements of the SpR’s training and in particular to cover the modules in the RCPCH Respiratory Training Curriculum.

· During this period the SpR will be expected to set up and collect data for a research project.

Educational Goals - 6 month programme:
The 6 months programme will give the SpR a broad respiratory training but with emphasis on Asthma/allergy and Cystic Fibrosis.

Barbour Ward, RBHSC - Nephrology

Brief description of department:

The Renal Unit is based on Barbour Ward RBHSC and is one of 13 tertiary Regional Nephrology Units in the UK, serving a population base of 1.67 million. There are 3 out-patient haemodialysis stations in a purpose built unit and 4-6 in-patient beds in a shared ward area with surgery. Experience is offered in the diagnosis, treatment and management of end-stage renal failure. Currently there are 35 patients on the ESRF programme, 6 on peritoneal dialysis, 8 on haemodialysis and 21 with a functioning transplant. 3-4 transplants take place each year. Experience is also offered in general nephrology, e.g. management of UTI, Nephrotic Syndrome, Acute Renal Failure, Glomerulonephritis, Hypertension and Congenital Renal Disease. There are approximately 110 nephrology admissions per year, 850 nephrology day cases and 2300 out-patients (260 new referrals) are seen at 3 general nephrology clinics and 1 combined transplant / dialysis clinic per week. Nephrology consultation is provided for paediatric, neonatal and cardiac intensive care units.

Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:
The trainee is involved in the care of the Nephrology in-patients and ward-attenders and also attends 2 or 3 clinics per week. Experience is gained in general nephrology, ESRF management and training can be offered in renal biopsy if appropriate (i.e. if a trainee has a special interest in Nephrology). This post has been accredited for 1 year of specialist Nephrology training on an ad-hominum basis (2 previous post-holders have moved to the National Grid to complete training).
Educational opportunities include weekly nephro-urology conferences and post graduate clinical and renal pathology meetings combined with the adult renal unit. General paediatric tutorials and hospital clinical meetings occur weekly. Hospital audit meetings occur on a monthly basis. Access to national nephrology training days is available for trainees intending to pursue a speciality interest.
On-call night and weekend duties involve middle grade cover for general paediatrics and specialities in RBHSC.

Children’s Haematology Unit, RBHSC – Paediatric Haematology
Brief description of department:

8 bedded unit is the tertiary referral paediatric haematology department for Northern Ireland which caters approximately 50 new patients per year.
There are approximately 100 patients with benign Haematology disorders (Haemophilia).
Separate day-care and outpatient departments.
Dedicated paediatric haematology laboratory with fulltime MLSO primarily for the care of the CHU patients (FBP, BMA, CSF analysis) but also offers a full paediatric haematology service to the rest of the hospital.

There are 5 Clinics per week with a Long-term follow-up clinic on the 2nd and 4th Wednesday afternoon of the month.

The RBHSC supports full radiology, laboratory and pathological services required to run a tertiary referral department.

Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:

· In-patients are seen on a ward round every day by the consultant of the week.  At least one of the junior staff will be obliged to attend that round.  The other may be needed either in day-care or in the OPD.

· There are 5 outpatient clinics / week and a 6th every alternative Wednesday (Late effects).

· There is one general anaesthetic session a week for Bone marrow aspirates and lumbar punctures; the juniors are expected to attend this session.

· Multidisciplinary meetings occur weekly with Neuro-oncology, every 2nd week with the psychosocial staff and monthly with the Paediatric Oncology personnel (Surgeons, radiologists, pathologists etc).

· There are two research nurses / data managers who are willing to help with any research project or audit, or just to learn about the running of national and international multicentre trials.

· There is one specialist nurse who deals with Haemophilia and other benign haematological problems.

· Collection of results should include contacting the specialist in question (radiologist, pathologist etc) to discuss the case in question.

· There will be opportunities for all trainees to go to the laboratory and learn basic microscopy.

Clarke Clinic, RBHSC – Paediatric Cardiology
Brief description of department:

This is a busy paediatric cardiology centre which provides the tertiary referral service to Northern Ireland. There are approx 350 inpatient admissions per year of which 50% are elective. There are 5 consultant outpatient clinics per week in RBHSC (approx 3000 patients per year) and 90 “outreach” clinics per year in district general hospitals. There are close clinical links with the Departments of Cardiology and Cardiac Surgery in Royal Victoria Hospital, where there are over 600 patients with adult congenital heart disease seen in out-patient clinics each year. There is a growing Fetal cardiology service with over 500 patients seen per year.

There are strong departmental interests in clinical research which are closely aligned to the clinical service and include: Echocardiography (fetal, trans-thoracic, trans-oesophageal, tele-echocardiography), Paediatric cardiac surgery, Perinatal screening, Cardiac Catheterization and interventional cardiology, and the psychosocial aspects of congenital heart disease in children and adults.

SHO post involves inpatient and outpatient work. Each trainee is expected to assist with at least one OPC/wk, under supervision. These are general paediatric cardiology clinics. Inpatient work includes daily ward rounds and management of pre and post-operative patients. Trainees will also assist in the assessment of patients referred to paediatric cardiology within the children’s hospital and on occasions this will include regional referrals.

SpR post involves inpatient and outpatient work. Each trainee is expected to assist with at least one OPC/wk, under supervision. These are general paediatric cardiology clinics. Inpatient work includes daily ward rounds and management of pre and post-operative patients. Trainees will also assist in the assessment of patients referred to paediatric cardiology within the children’s hospital and from other hospitals. In addition trainees are encouraged to develop skills in echocardiography if appropriate.

Both levels of trainee are encouraged to take advantage of all educational opportunities at ward level and beyond. This includes weekly ward teaching, hospital clinical meetings and audit. Where possible, trainees are also encouraged to take part in research work and preparation of case reports.

The ward round then reviews patients admitted over the previous 24 hours (take-in days are Tuesdays, Thursdays, alternate Fridays and Sundays) and plans their ongoing management. Trainees are responsible for ensuring that these plans are organised after the ward round.

3/ Trainees organise a formal handover of patients to the evening medical and nursing teams.

4/ The ongoing management of planned admissions and the ongoing management of acutely ill children are the responsibility of the ward trainees.

The Royal Maternity Hospital (RMH) is part of the Royal Group of Hospitals and provides tertiary referral obstetric, fetal medicine, gynaecological and neonatal services for Northern Ireland. There are approx. 5500 births per year. 

The Regional Neonatal Unit has 9 intensive care, 7 high dependency and 15 special care cots. There are facilities for IPPV, HFO, Nitric Oxide and whole-body cooling in the unit. Craigavon Area Hospital – General Paediatrics
Brief description of department:

This is a busy district general hospital with a general paediatric ward (2,000 admissions per year, 1500 day case attendances per year) and a NICU. The NICU provided service for 3,800 deliveries per year in 2007 (expected to exceed 4,000 per year in 2008) and had 361 admissions in 2007; 46 babies were < 1500gm, 17 of whom < 1000gm. The unit is supported by 3 (soon to be 4) advanced neonatal nurse practitioners who are involved in training doctors and helping junior members of medical with practical procedures along with senior medical input.

Day procedures

Neonatal Intensive Care Unit

Responsible for all neonatal intensive care (according to level of training) including admissions, assessment, management and day to day care of all newborns with support and supervision from the nursing, staff grade specialists and consultants. Also required to attend high risk deliveries and provide resuscitation as appropriate. 

Postnatal wards

Responsible for examining all babies prior to discharge, to detect any important or developing problems. 

Responsible for assessing any baby with concerning symptoms or signs and managing as appropriate. 

Outpatient clinics (in Craigavon, Dungannon, Armagh)

Responsible for seeing patients in an outpatient setting, in concert with other trainees and supervising consultant.  The trainee is expected to perform a history and examination according to the level of training and then manage the problem under supervision. A wide variety of general paediatric problems are seen.  In addition there are specialised clinics offering a more intense exposure to one type of problem including cardiology, neonatal, diabetes, allergy and asthma.

Community and developmental clinics

Responsible for seeing a wide range of neurodevelopmental disabilities in children, in concert with a multidisciplinary team. The service holds clinics in a variety of locations.  In addition, the trainee is given exposure to a wide range of community support services including special education settings.  

South Tyrone Hospital Ambulatory Unit

Unit operates from 9am to 5pm, Mon-Fri and includes direct referrals from local GPs (and Community Midwives) for assessment of full range of general paediatric problems, rapid access clinic and telephone advice. Working in the APU enables the trainee to have an opportunity to function relatively independently, undertake full clinical assessment and management of children, although with ready access to consultant advice and support

Brief description of department:

The Southern Health and Social Care Trust (SHSCT) was formed by the amalgamation of Craigavon & Banbridge, Armagh & Dungannon, and Newry & Mourne community trusts with Craigavon Area Hospital and Daisy Hill Hospital acute trusts. It provides care to a resident population of 324,000 of which approximately 90,000 are children. Community paediatricians within the trust work within a multiprofessional team with close links with other health professionals, social services, education and acute paediatrics.

Community paediatric clinics occur across the area of the trust in John Mitchell Place, Newry; Armagh Community Clinic; Lurgan Children’s Centre and Thomas Street Clinic, Dungannon. The multiprofessional Child Development Clinic is based in Lurgan Hospital with clinics occurring in Lurgan, Armagh, Banbridge, Dungannon and Newry. Specialist services provided within community paediatrics include neurodevelopmental, educational medical, behavioural, audiological and multiprofessional autism diagnostic clinics. There is involvement with child protection through the Area Child Protection Committee, case conferences, adoption panels and examination of looked after children.

Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:

There are two trainees in Community Child Health in the Southern Trust allocated to different Community Child Health consultants based in different parts of the trust. Each trainee is provided with an individualised learning plan derived from the BACCH syllabus and attends joint tutorials. Trainees have the opportunity to attend education medicine, neurodevelopment, ADHD, Autism and audiological community clinics as well as epilepsy and neurodevelopmental follow-up clinics. There are regular education and supervision sessions both in community and hospital. Trainees attend case conferences, adoption panel meetings and joint child protection examinations. They can attend orthopaedic disability, genetics, paediatric neurology, behaviour support, child psychiatry and ophthalmology clinics. They have the opportunity to discuss and observe the work of the multiprofessional community paediatric team including health visitors, school nurses, occupational therapists, physiotherapists, speech and language therapists and social workers.

Brief description of department:

The unit consists of a 42 bed Children’s Ward with >4000 admissions per annum (>2900 Medical) and a 4-bed Ambulatory (Paediatric Day Care) Unit with >3000 attendances annually. There is a three-bedded Transitional Care Unit caring for children with highly complex medical problems including home ventilation. There are 18 cots in NICU – (including 3 Level 1 cots) for >2500deliveries in-house and approx 3000 deliveries in vicinity (including cross-border units). Increasingly accepting transfers from other NI Trusts.  There are General and Specialty OP clinics (including Gastroenterology, High-risk Development Follow-up, Diabetes, Epilepsy, Asthma & Allergy) and CDC.  There are regional specialty outreach clinics in Cardiology, Genetics and Neurology. 1100 new patients are seen each year in Outpatients with around 6000 reviews. The consultant team operate a “Consultant of the Week” system for both the Paediatric ward and the Neonatal Unit.

Unit/hospital facilities include:- Full Laboratory and Radiological service including CT/MRI and remote tele-link facility for structural cardiac anomalies. There is excellent support from Anaesthetic and Radiology Departments.

Clinical Duties of Trainee Posts:

Ward rounds are led by the consultant of the week. All patients are reviewed daily and management plans updated. Although the ward round may be divided between the middle grade and consultant as a very minimum all new and ill patients will be reviewed by the consultant and the management of all patients discussed. Trainees are responsible for ensuring that management plans are organised after the ward round. During routine working hours there is always a “ward chief” consultant available on site. 

On completion of daily ward rounds trainees are encouraged to develop their skills in Paediatrics as outlined in the RCPCH syllabus.  Trainees are encouraged and expected to attend outpatients where they will be allocated their own patients under supervision. Participation in audit, teaching and research is encouraged. Although the wards can be busy there will be quieter periods when this can occur. There is an expectation that all trainees will present on at least one occasion during each six-month period. 

During the normal working day Child protection the Community Team provides cover. Out of hours the Consultant on call provides this with input from trainees as deemed appropriate.

Clinical Duties Of Trainee Posts:

The trainee’s duties are spent full time in community paediatrics for day time work; out-of-hours duties are based at Altnagelvin Hospital as part of the middle grade tier (full shift).

Educational Roles/Opportunities:

· This post offers Level 2 specialty training in community paediatrics. Development and enhancement of clinical skills in community paediatrics as per the syllabus in the RCPCH training prospectus – participation in general community paediatric clinics, including developmental paediatrics, education medicine, behavioural problems and sleep disturbance, chronic disease and routine hearing clinics.

· Participation in specialist community clinics including paediatric audiology, ADHD clinics, ASD diagnostic clinic, adoption medicals.

· Participation in multidisciplinary Child Development Clinics and specialist paediatric neurodisability clinics.

· Training in paediatric palliative care, through home visits and hospital visits with the Associate Specialist In Paediatric Palliative Care.

· Training in child protection through formal training and attendance at joint forensic medical examinations with Paediatrician and Forensic Medical Officer, attendance at ACPC and child protection case conferences, etc.

· Attendance at CAHMS (Child And Family Mental Health Clinics) to experience a range of paediatric psychiatry/psychology problems.

· Attendance at outreach tertiary medical genetic and paediatric neurology clinics.

· Participation in community paediatric audit/case reports.

· Participation in department teaching programme, including AHP staff, medical students, etc.

· Participation in departmental management, through helping to organise meetings, develop new service proposals, etc.

· Opportunity to gain experience in Public Health Paediatrics through liaison with the Public Health Medicine Department at the Western Health And Social Services Board.

· There are opportunities to develop multi-agency team-working with the multi-agency ASD team and to experience the interface with other services such as social services, police and youth justice, education psychology, special education needs department and the voluntary sector.

Audit/Research/Training:
The trainee is encouraged to gain wide experience in all the clinical services provided in community paediatrics, and to undertake additional educational tasks as outlined above in different areas including audit and research.
